New Mass Texts: The DismissaléòGO!ó  
 

This weekend, “Mission Sunday” is observed in most dioceses of the United States.  

The theme this year is, “As the Father sent me, even so I send you.” The word, 

“missionary” means “one who is sent.” Being “sent forth” is what the dismissal at Mass 

is all about.  Sometimes we even refer to the final song as the “Song of Sending Forth.” 

Though this is not an official title within the Mass, it is nonetheless an apt description 

of the role and purpose of the song. We are sent to announce the Gospel of the Lord by 

the way we live our lives. To quote Fr. Lawrence Mick, “This is the way we glorify 

God beyond the liturgy, just as we glorify God by our words and songs during the 

liturgy.”   

 

The new Mass texts will include four options for the presider’s dismissal of the 

assembly: 

 1.  “Go forth, the Mass is ended.”   

 2.  “Go and announce the Gospel of the Lord.” 

 3.  “Go in peace, glorifying the Lord by your life.” 

 4.  “Go in peace.” 

The people’s response has not changed:  “Thanks be to God.” 

 

Using the word “Go…” each and every Mass sends all of us out to be missionaries 

within our own circles of influence!
