Prepare for the Fourth Sunday of  
Adventé When you go to Mass next weekend 

(December 18/19), you will hear readings from the Bible, 

stories of our faith ancestors. To prepare yourself and your 

family to truly hear Godôs Word, read and discuss this 

short article as a family before you go: 

Isaiah 7.14  God Is with Us 

In this passage we have the root of the famous 

lines in Matt. 1.22ï23. The text is used well in 

Matthewôs assertion that Jesus is the fulfillment 

of the prophecy: Jesus is the one promised us, 

the Savior of the world. The word Emmanuel 

means ñGod is with us.ò Try this exercise as a 

reminder that God is always with you: use the 

word Emmanuel as an everyday exclamation, 

reminder, or even greeting. For example, if 

something unfortunate occurs, instead of ex-

claiming, ñOh bother,ò say ñEmmanuel.ò Or if a 

family member is troubled, meet that loved oneôs 

eye, give a reassuring smile, and softly whisper 

ñEmmanuel.ò Make a list of all the ways the 

expression ñEmmanuelò could be used and   

understood to express that God is with us. Now 

you are ready to hear Godôs Word!

Who is this Jesus in whom we believe and follow? 
òAre you the one to come, or should we look for 
another.ó John the Baptist sent his disciples to Jesus with that question.  

Jesus answered not by saying if he truly was the ñone to comeò but simply 

pointed out to Johnôs disciples the works he was doing for others:  ñGo and 

tell John what you hear and see: the blind regain their sight, the lame walk, 

lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, and the poor have the 

good news proclaimed to them.ò  Jesus was describing his mission and his 

work.  Jesus came to this earth for others and for us.  Jesus came to reveal to 

us Godôs love, mercy, and tenderness toward all of us.  Jesus is the ñvisible 

image of the invisible Godé.making peace by the blood of his cross, for all, 

whether those on earth or those in heaven.ò (Col.1:15, 20). ñWhoever has 

seen me has seen the Fatheréfor the Father and I are one.ò (John 14:9,11)  

Jesus was trying in every way possible to let us know who he is and why he 

came to this earth in the first place. Now it is up to each of us to decide if we 

can accept the words of Jesus as to who he is and why he came as a human 

person. We have to decide if we are people of faith who are willing to take 

Jesus at his word and are willing to do for others what Jesus did because 

Jesus has asked us to be faithful, helpful, faith-filled followers until death. 
The challenge is ours to take up and live out to the best of our ability with 

the help of God and one another.  Are we ñreadyò for the long haul?

The New Mass Texts 

Frequently Asked Question #2 
 

Do the new texts incorporate inclusive language? 
The new texts are intended to be more literal translations 

of the original Latin texts than the current texts. In some 

cases, this means the language of the new texts will be 

less explicitly masculine. For example, we currently say, 

ñIt is right to give him thanks and praise,ò but the new 

translation will be ñIt is right and just.ò The priest will still 

have the option to say ñBrothers and sistersò at various 

points during the Mass. However, in other instances, mas-

culine words will be translated literally as ñmen,ò 

ñbrothers,ò and ñfathers.ò Though some prayers will begin 

with ñGodò instead of ñFather,ò other texts that refer to 

God as ñFatherò will not be changed. The focus has been 

on ensuring that the texts are literal translations of the 

Latin. Therefore, some texts may incorporate language 

that sounds more inclusive, while other texts will not.
